COURSE DESCRIPTION

Students are taught to write compositions using a variety of grammatical tenses and structures in
semi-controlled to freer compositions. The emphasis is on grammatical structure, but various
types of organization such as description, narration, classification, comparison and contrasts are
also introduced and practiced in guided formats.
